Biography:

George Horatio Smith was born in Pennsylvania and moved to Cleveland in 1879. He went into business with 
L. Allen Heard, son of Charles Heard. He went into business for himself when Heard left Cleveland in 1881. He 
was the architect of several Euclid Avenue mansions, including the residence of Charles F. Brush. His most 
significant work was in conjunction with John Eisenmann, the Old Arcade. The Colonial Arcade and Hotel, 
completed in 1898 followed it, and the Rose Building, the largest office building in Ohio, was completed in 
1900. George H. Smith was a 32nd degree Mason and a past grand commander of the Knights Templar. He died 
of appoplexy on April 8, 1924 in Bethlehem, Pennsylvania at the home of his friend, William J. Thomas. A son 
in Chicago and a daughter in Cleveland survived him. He was buried in Bethlehem, Pennsylvania.
