George Allen Grieble was born near Delaware, Ohio in September 1874. He went to the public schools in
Delaware and attended Ohio Wesleyan University for two years. He was a veteran of the Spanish-American
War serving in Puerto Rico. Initially he worked for the state of Ohio as superintendent of construction,
overseeing the construction of public ingtitutions. In that position he oversaw the cottages at Xenia, the chapel
of the Girls Industrial Home at Delaware, the Lancaster cottages on the Boys Farm, and chapel building. He
completed a course in architecture from the International School of Correspondence.
